They’'ve also written a book for speakers of the language who know
English to learn how to read and write in their mother tongue. Of the dozen or so
languages in this Luke Partnership workshop, this one is the farthest away and has the
poorest attendance record. We hope our involvement will make a difference.

Dunc and | are marking 25 years of marriage on August 18! To celebrate, | will fly to
Amsterdam on August 3™ to meet him when the workshop is finished, and we will be
traveling around Europe before returning home together on August 13. My ticket is being
provided compliments of Northwest Airline’s frequent flier program J.

Wycliffe USA has
released us to be full-time with The Seed Company for Dunc to be a translation
consultant.

After 3 months of 3x/wk therapy and twice daily home exercises, x-rays show that
correction of my abnormal spinal curves (scoliosis) has been a resounding success.
