Almost all of them are sending their
love and thanks for him for all his faithfulness to them and they want to see
him again.

I am also thankful to the Lord for all of you who helped us in so many ways,
so that the work here will still go on, and especially for your prayer for Bob
and for ministry and for my sake also. You are all a blessing to us and
especially to the men in Prison.

Dr. H. David Schuringa is an ordained minister in the Christian
Reformed Church. He is a graduate of Trinity Christian
College (B.A), Westminster Theological Seminary,
Philadelphia (M.A.R.; M.Div.), Calvin Theological Seminary
(Th.M.) and the Theologische Universiteit te Kampen, The
Netherlands (Ph.D.). Dr. Schuringa served as senior pastor of
two established churches in West Michigan and planted a
church in Southern California. He taught for nine years at
Westminster Seminary California and served as an adjunct
professor at Calvin Theological Seminary and Kuyper College
in Grand Rapids. In 1999, Dr. Schuringa accepted the
appointment to head the rapidly growing ministry of Crossroad Bible Institute. In
2005 he founded The Center for Advanced Studies at CBI. He is also the host of the
weekly radio program Crossroad Connection, a voice for restorative justice
(www.cbi.fm).
