Questions for group discussion or personal reflection as you read:

1.  What is happening in this passage? What stands out to you? What do you notice?
2.  What does this passage say about God – Father, Son, and Holy Spirit? (His character and actions.) 

Note where Jesus is on his journey to the cross. What is he saying and doing?
3.  What does this passage say about humanity? (such as our need for a Savior or how God interacts 

with people).
4.  How can you respond? (how are you challenged or encouraged?). Pray as God leads you.
